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WHAT MY CAT HAS TAUGHT ME ABOUT LIFE
“Everyone Benefits From Community – In community, joys are multiplied and sorrows are divided.”

Old MacDonald’s farm has nothing over our home since we adopted three orange tabby brothers.  “Here a kitten, there a kitten, everywhere a kitten, kitten” is the appropriate tune around our house with Earl, Murray, and Myles at-large.  They best demonstrate their brotherhood by their community interaction.  When one of the three wanders from sight of his siblings, a cry like a caterwaul alerts the others.  Their oversized ears perk when the cry is heard and of they race to reunite with the straggler.  Even in sleep, they are intertwined like a pretzel.  The tangle of the three overlapping kittens makes it difficult to determine which tail and head belongs to which rump and neck.
