WHAT MY CAT HAS TAUGHT ME ABOUT LIFE

“Be Finicky About Your Choice of Words-“Restrict the use of your tongue to grooming, licking, and lapping.” - Goldie

“Stop, stop, Goldie! You’re hurting me!” Michelle winced as she pushed her Abyssinian, Goldie, away from her face.  Suddenly her words stung her conscience.  She felt sure her caustic remark had hurt Goldie far more than Goldie’s sandpaper-like licks had hurt her.  Michelle pulled Goldie close to her face for an eye-to-eye discussion.  “Goldie, the only trouble your tongue ever causes you is an occasional scolding from me for your amorous licks; I wish my tongue was as innocent.” Michelle was remorseful.  She remembered how her sharp tongue had lashed at a saleswoman earlier that day.  She headed for her desk and began a note of apology to the saleslady.  Ever said something unkind and afterwards wished you had held your tongue?  The tongue can be a brutal tool at humankind’s disposal.  Sharp words are known to provoke cries like Michelle’s.  “Stop, stop!  You’re hurting me!”  At best, the tongue can impart love, courage, and strength by words of affirmation.  At worst, the tongue can cause irreparable injury by demeaning words from superiors and peers.  Though Goldie’s licks were uncomfortable, Michelle understood Goldie’s goodwill.  Anyone who has restrained a cat from sustained licking, remembers the scraping sensation of each well-intentioned swipe.  The papillae projections on a cat’s tongue are designed to wash, comb, cleanse, and lap.  Then why have catty remarks come to mean comments, which are cruel, spiteful, or malicious?  To associate such cruelty with a cat’s tongue is not an accurate metaphor.

The feline tongue cleanses – help a friend clean up a messy life.  The feline tongue combs – assist a colleague untangle a difficult situation.  The feline tongue speeds healing – make your life a balm for some wounded heart.  A last lick should set people on their feet, not send them to the floor with a blow.
