We will begin the process of electing officers for the upcoming year at our February meeting. Section 3 of the bylaws address qualifications for club officers.  They are:  A nominee for office will be an Active member.  A nominee for the office of President Elect will have served at least one year on the Executive Board.  No person will hold two offices concurrently.  Article XI, Section 1 addresses the nomination process.  At least three but no more than five nominating committee members and two alternates will be elected by ballot no later than March.  The nominating committee will elect its Chair.  The nominating committee will select one or more nominees for each office and report back to the club no later than the April meeting.   Once the nominating committee presents its slate of officers to the club, nominations may be received from the floor with prior consent from the nominee.  If there is more than one nominee for each office, the election will be done by ballot.





Serving as an officer for Pilot can be both a learning and rewarding experience!  I hope that if you receive a call from the nominating committee that you will give serious thought to accepting the nomination.  Once the slate of officers has been voted on, by the club President Elect Suzanne will begin the process of making her appointments.  I know that you will give her your support in the new Pilot year.
